Nate Schmeltzer, Frank Bowers was absent.
A motion was made by Jack, seconded by Ron and unanimously carried to approve the agenda and minutes for August 12th 2025. 
Steve Hunt gave the Directors Report:
LONG- waiting on a couple things that need to be fixed still, Steve emailed Bob, West wing pump replacement, hasn’t got fixed yet, final check going in online but not sending it until there’s someone that comes to show us how to run it.  Took parts from upstairs and were going to rebuild or replace and haven’t heard anything.  They are under contract to come inspect things twice a year but they only come when there’s a problem with the system, Steve wants some clarification from Bob. 
Ron gave the Treasures report:
Tax deposits $41,689, net revenue YTD -$82,157, total income for this month  $82,707, expenses $62,000, operating income of net revenue this month $20,000 this year, net loss of $82,000 these first two months, have $1,225,960 million in assets. Bills for this month are pretty low.
A motion was made by Jack, seconded by Ron and unanimously carried to approve the treasures report, pay the bills and financial report.  
Open Issues:
· Went over all the tasks that were completed during the summer, insurance accepted it and payment is complete.

· Preschool has started and paid $900 so far in rent with two children.


New Business 
· Have to send in two forms that Joy has prepared for the CPA review, Steve has prepared the public officer training form, have to prove that we did it, sent around the table to sign it.
· Last week the Senior Center director called and said that someone drove into their building, when Steve got over there the man that did it was talking with the Police, cracked the wall inside and out, his insurance should be taking care of it.  
· Philadelphia insurance sent a letter saying we owed them $3,800 because we switched insurance providers, sent proof that we are insured, haven’t heard anything since, should be solved.
· Nick said that the City is looking at the one cent form, wild card right now is the County and the ambulance service. Theres also a movement coming that is trying to get rid of property taxes.
