MINUTES OF THE MEETING
For the Worland Recreation District Board
HELD April 9th, 2026

	A meeting of the Worland Recreation District Board was held April 9th 2026 at the Worland Community Center Complex, Worland, and Washakie County, Wyoming at 12:00 p.m. Present at the meeting were Steve Hunt, Charlie Cauffman, Nick Kruger, Ron Overcast, Matt Schneider, Jonathan Hake and Katianne Mueller. Carol Grosch and Sarah Lungren were absent.
A motion was made (Charlie), seconded (Jonathan) and unanimously carried to approve the minutes for the March 12th, 2026 meeting.  
Old Business
Batting cages: Nick talked about the quote coming in around $21,000 and going to split it three ways.  Charlie mentioned that he thought it was $13,500 for the quote.   Nick found the quote to be $20,278 was the cage itself and $3,543 was the shipping which comes out to a total of $24,000.  Rec Board would pay $8,000; City pay $8,000 and Legion would pay $8,000.  Nick said the poles are going to be the most expensive but he thinks he can use oilfield pipe and have Jesse Frisbee sign off on it structurally which would bring the cost per entity to $6,000 each.  
A motion was made (Charlie), seconded (Ron) and unanimously carried to approve to amend the minutes of the purchase of the new batting cages to say $8,000 each will be contributed by the Rec Dept, the City of Worland and the Legion towards the maximum purchase of the new batting cages for $24,000. 
Gym wall protector pads: the company sent Steve an idea of what the wall protectors would look like, going with orange and black, the board liked the way they looked.  
New Business
Website: Katianne brought in information from a Zoom she has with our website, Streamline.  They are now offering a separate program through Streamline called Civic Plus to add extra protection for ADA compliance.  It is a program that makes all of the links within the website ADA compliant when opened in Word, Excel, etc.  It will be an additional $4,000 per year to add this extra protection.  The board asked if we should shop around to other websites to see if we could get a lower quote.  The board would like to get more information to clarify in the May meeting.  Katianne said that she has a Zoom scheduled with them after the WCCC board meeting in April and can get more clarification on the questions they had.  Matt mentioned that if this is something that we need to do, we might have to look into raising the Rec sports rates for each season to help accommodate.  


Executive Director Report:
Rec Soccer- this spring season there is 266 kids registered so far, got all the coaches lined up and going to get the season started.  Discussion happened between board members about background checks on coaches, going to explore different processes and what needs to be done.  When Steve turned in the money, we had $6,535 to deposit.
Rec Baseball will be next for registrations.
Board Member Reports:
· Charlie- working through the budgeting process right now, biggest changes are teachers’ salaries at the moment, will know more after next week’s meeting.
· Jonathan-nothing new to report
· Matt-Security State Bank is doing their community give back day on April 23rd if anyone needs anything done 
· Nick-nothing new to report, just getting spring fields ready  

Treasures Report: 
Charlie gave the treasures report, total expenditures for the month $15,105.68, net income for the month $2,361.27, net income of $-12,744.41, total expenditures for the year $123,718.46, total assets $618,829.22.  
A motion was made (Ron), seconded by (Nick) and unanimously carried to approve the treasures report and pay the bills per meeting.
