MINUTES OF THE MEETING
OF THE COMMUNITY CENTER JOINT POWERS BOARD
HELD April 15th, 2026

	A meeting of the Community Center Joint Powers Board was held April 15th 2026 at the Worland Community Center Complex, Worland, and Washakie County, Wyoming at 12:00 p.m. Present at the meeting were Ron Overcast, Kent Lamm, Steve Hunt, Nate Schmeltzer and Frank Bowers. Jack Haggerty was absent.   
A motion was made by Frank, seconded by Nate and unanimously carried to approve the agenda and the minutes for March 18th 2026. 
Steve Hunt gave the Directors Report:
· Invoices from Bonding and Liability Insurance: Steve received both of these insurance quotes and said that it is going to put us over budget for this line item this year by $1,330 for 2025/26.  Steve would like to amend the expense line item for the insurance out of the equipment line-item expense and would like to move $1,330 from the equipment line-item to the insurance line-item. We paid both bonding premiums for last year and this year’s premium during this fiscal year. 
A motion was made by Ron, seconded by Frank and unanimously carried to approve the move of $1,330 from the equipment expense line item to the insurance expense line item.
· Tax meeting: next Tuesday they are putting together the questionnaire results, Steve will be gone for the meeting, Sheryl will be stepping in to represent the center.  After the meeting, when the results are added up, they will contact everyone.  
· Gym Floors: Whited told Steve that they could come in July, they have submitted a quote of $6,200, Steve budgeted $6,500 for the project. Steve wants Ken to sign off on it so that Steve can turn it in and get us on their schedule for July.
· Long: They are in today working on an error alert. The LONG employee mentioned that the rooftop needs cleaning and serviced, Steve is wanting to wait until after July when the new fiscal year starts.  Steve is going to check with Bob Michaels with LONG to see about the service contract.
· Walking Numbers:  Steve added up the people who have signed in to walk between May 2024 and April 2026 and we’ve had 4,070.  That number doesn’t include the sporting events, rentals, etc. that we have going on in the building.

Ron gave the Treasures report:
Total assets we have $1,296,541, revenue FYTD $499,269, Expenses FYTD $511.963, Net FYTD                   -$12,667 tax revenue this month $37,465, this month brought in $20,822 more than we spent.
A motion was made by Nate, seconded by Frank and unanimously carried to approve the treasures report, pay the bills and financial report.  

Open Issues:
· Bathrooms: Steve is going to order handicap rails for the handicap bathrooms that were just renovated.  
· No response from the city, county or Ten Sleep for the budget review.
· New joint powers board member: Steve talked to Bart Lungren from Ten Sleep to see if he was interested, he said that he would do it and what he needed to do to get going.
· Gym Pads: Steve showed the board the ones that he ordered, now waiting for them to get delivered, going to install them over the summer sometime.

New Business
· Wendy Fredericks: Wendy from the Senior Center stopped in for a signature from Kent for information on the grant reporting for the garages that WYDOT needed. 
· Webpage: Katianne had a meeting on Zoom with our website, Streamline.  They are now offering a separate program through Streamline called Civic Plus to add extra protection for ADA compliance.  It is a program that makes all of the links within the website ADA compliant when opened in Word, Excel, etc.  It will be an additional $4,000 per year to add this extra protection.  The board wants to wait until the next meeting after Katianne gets more information from her next Zoom meeting with Streamline.

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned.
